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AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN

THE BELLEVUE SCHOOLS FOUNDATION

AND THE

BELLEVUE SCHOOL DISTRICT

The BELLEVUE SCHOOLS FOUNDATION ("Foundation"), a private non-profit corporation operated for educational purposes within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, and the BELLEVUE SCHOOL DISTRICT ("District"), a municipal corporation and subdivision of the State of Washington organized pursuant to Title 28A RCW, hereby enter into the following agreement:


WHEREAS, The Foundation is organized to support public education programs in the Bellevue School District; and


WHEREAS, The District has authority pursuant to Title 28A.320.030 RCW to sell, lease, rent or exchange and invest or expend gifts, grants, conveyances, devices and bequests of personal or real property for the use and benefit of the school district or its students and to enter into contracts deemed necessary to such activities; and


WHEREAS, The District is authorized to provide educational programs including art programs and to contract for assistance for such programs as needed; and


WHEREAS, The Foundation has provided a number of activities which have benefited the District's educational programs, students and staff, and desires to continue to do so; and


WHEREAS, the District deems such continued support is beneficial to the District's students and educational programs;


NOW, THEREFORE, The parties agree to the following terms and conditions:

1.
The Foundation will continue fund raising for, and funding of, its programs including, but not limited to, its small grants program and its efforts for the Arts Immersion Program.  Additionally, the Foundation will continue support of special projects such as the kindergarten through fifth grade science project, which was approved by its Board of Trustees on June 18, 1999.

2.
The District will make full-time (40 hours/week) secretarial support and office space available for the Foundation's activities including the use of office furniture, local, SCAN, and modem telephone access, miscellaneous office equipment (including five telephones), and up to $1,500 per year in miscellaneous office supplies and copy center expenses.  The Foundation will be responsible for any "out-of-pocket" expenses of its own beyond the items mentioned, including for its own postage.  The furniture and equipment provided by the District shall remain property of the District at all times.  

3.
The Foundation will use the office space and equipment provided under this agreement in a manner consistent with the District's building hours and procedures for the office's use, including security requirements, access, and like matters.

4.
Should the District determine it needs the space provided under this agreement for its own program needs at any time and should there be no other District space available, the space provided under this agreement must be vacated by the Foundation within 30 days of the date of such written notice to the Foundation.

5.
Either party to this agreement may terminate this agreement upon 60 days written notice to the other party for any reason or no reason.

6.
This Agreement shall be effective from the 1st day of September 2001 through 31 August 2002.
